a. At least 2 years consecutive in one of the four projects: goats, poultry, rabbits or cavies 

b.   Must be a senior in high school. 

c. Must be a member of either 4-H or FFA for at least 4 years; may be combination of either organization.  

 
REQUIREMENTS: 

 

a. Two letters of recommendation: 
1. Project Leader (goat, poultry, rabbit or cavy) or FFA Advisor – example:  (quality of project work). 
2. One from any other source – example: (employer, teacher, 4-H leader other than project 

applying for). 
 

b.   All applicants must be interviewed. 
 

c. Must be used at an accredited school where the student must enroll and complete the first fall semester after 

graduation from high school 
 

d.   Must show proof of acceptance by the school you will be attending while using the scholarship (required only 

after you’ve been selected).
